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Wallarah National Park is just east of Lake
Macquarie, about 30 km south of Newcastle
and 120 km north of Sydney.

Pinny Beach is a popular fishing, swimming
and surfing spot located on the coast walk
from Caves Beach. Striking cabbage tree
palms line the gullies which lead to Pinny
Lagoon.

COASTAL WALK

(5-6 km return - easy)

From the end of Spoon Rocks Road at
Caves Beach, the Wallarah coastal walk
meanders through heath and forest to the
headland south of Pinny Beach. Passing
through Wallarah National Park, there are
some spectacular views over the coast
and an abundance of wildlflowers during
spring. The shady forest around Camp
Yondeo is a great place to stop for a rest
or a picnic.
